The DISCL-WTBR form must:
be completed only by the proposed transferee (the proposed authorised person), not the transferor (the current authorised person).
be submitted by the proposed transferee separately from the application (R-WAS-WTBR-T form and any supporting information) to ensure that sensitive information is not shared with the transferor during the transfer process.

For applications to transfer an existing registration, we must be satisfied that the proposed transferee (proposed authorised person) is a fit and proper person to be in control of the regulated activity.
