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Purpose
This guidance sets out the end-of-waste criteria for recycled gypsum from waste plasterboard. 

End-of-waste criteria
When sold and dispatched from the site to the end-user for one of the following uses, gypsum from waste plasterboard produced in accordance with Publicly Available Specification (PAS) 109, will cease to be waste:
Plasterboard manufacture.
Concrete manufacture.
Soil conditioner as a source of sulphur.

Use in animal bedding 
SEPA will not authorise the use of gypsum from waste plasterboard as animal bedding, on the basis that it may present a serious risk to life. To do so would be an offence under the Environmental Authorisations (Scotland) Regulations 2018 (as amended).
SEPA will not authorise the use of plasterboard and waste gypsum as animal bedding until there is clear scientific evidence to demonstrate that it does not pose a risk to livestock, humans and the environment from hydrogen sulphide generation.
Use as soil conditioner
Gypsum from waste plasterboard must only be used in the right quantity, at the right time of year and with the right frequency of application to deliver the desired crop need or agricultural benefit. The use must comply with all other regulatory controls and in accordance with best practice including,

Diffuse Pollution General Binding Rule 18: Fertiliser storage and application.
Prevention of Environmental Pollution from Agricultural Activity Code of good practice (PEPFAA code).

Record keeping
Producers must retain records of all testing and of each sale of gypsum. This should include the following: 

Date of supply.
Customer’s name, contact details and nature of business.
Quantity supplied by weight/volume. 
The specification with which the gypsum complies.
A statement that the aggregate was produced in compliance with this guidance.

Loss of product status
Gypsum from waste plasterboard meeting these end-of-waste criteria will become waste again if at any stage:

· It is discarded, or the holder intends to or is required to discard it.
· It is applied in excess of soil and crop requirements.
· It is stored indefinitely with little prospect of being used.

This applies to anyone holding gypsum from waste plasterboard, not just producers.
